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How Can I Help At Home?


Grade 1:


Read the title with your child.  Ask your child what the story is about, before he or she 


begins to read.


Remind your child it is important to point to the words while he or she reads. This will change during the year when his/her one to one matching is secure on many lines of print.


Discuss how the characters should sound when there are quotation marks in the story (demonstrate reading with excitement when an ! is in text or asking a question when a ? is in text)


Grade 2:


Remind your child it’s important for readers to think about what’s happening in the story as he or she is reading.  


Retell the story events after reading. Work on naming the characters when retelling.


Demonstrate how reading smoothly sounds and ask your child to read smoothly if he/she has read the story or pages before.


Grade 3:


Encourage your child to talk about what he/she is reading. Discuss the characters, specific events that are happening, and lessons the story might be teaching.


Discuss new or unusual words he/she finds.

Defining Services


Title I small group support is offered to 1st, 2nd and 3rd  grade students who need additional support in learning to read and comprehend text. Students usually receive small group instruction 4 days per cycle, taught by a reading specialist. These small groups are in addition to the classroom guided reading group taught by the classroom teacher. Some 1st grade students may move from small group support to individual support (Reading Recovery) during the year.


Reading Recovery is a short-term intervention offered to 1st grade students having difficulty learning to read and write in the classroom. Individual students receive a half-hour lesson each school day for part of the year, taught by a Reading Recovery teacher. These students may continue to receive Title I small group support, if needed, when they complete their Reading Recovery lessons.
